But in March 2019, the Nova Scotia government secretly removed Owls Head Provincial Park from Our Parks and Protected Areas Plan. Even though that plan was a result of years of public consultations and scientific study, the delisting took place behind closed doors with ZERO public notice, public consultation, or scientific review. The government secretly entered into a Letter of Offer to sell Owls Head Provincial Park in December 2019.
