Climate Action Month (CAM) falls as the world continues to grapple with the COVID-19 pandemic and recovery; as the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change releases yet another dire warning for the planet; as calls for truth and reconciliation reach new levels of urgency in Canada; and as Canadians prepare for a federal election. Let's take action together this September!
Each day in September, KAIROS will share information on a topic related to climate change, with the goal of motivating and inspiring a daily practice of taking action for the climate. The month will be centered around weekly themes, with supporting resources for each, including reports, videos, theological reflection, events and more. We will highlight the work of KAIROS member churches, feature stories from global partners, and showcase communities that are taking concrete steps to address the climate emergency.  Read more in the Overview of CAM.

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	Food Waste
Grandma wants to talk a bit about food waste.   It seems strange to me that there is a problem centered around food waste when there are people going hungry. I don’t mean food waste that is a piece of bread that goes dry and is given to the birds. Sometimes a cucumber gets forgotten until even a cuke salad can’t save it. These are the exceptions, not a norm. Let’s call this business food waste until we find a better title.

In Canada more than half of all food produced is lost or wasted according to the CBC.

Why does that happen? A lot of waste has to do with the veggie or fruit not looking quite as pretty, as the ones found in the grocery store. They have the same calorie and nutritional count but maybe that watermelon has marks on it or is more oval than round shape. It wouldn’t bother Grandma if the fruit or veggie wasn’t a perfect shape, but it does bother a lot of people.

Someone from Caribe Fruit noticed watermelon fields where a lot of fruit was left to rot and be plowed back into the ground. That disturbed them enough to start a new business. It is a company that bottles cold pressed watermelon water (WTR MLN WTR) as a health drink. The singer Beyonce along with other celebrities have endorsed the product. 

Food that would have gone to waste was re-routed to a plant that turns it into a flavored water. First this prevents the waste of food. Next it makes jobs for a rural area and gives us a healthy product to consume. It’s a win all way around. 

I remember reading before the pandemic where a company near Halifax took left over cauliflower from the fields and turned it into a flour. Anyone know of a company near them that is saving food from waste?

It is almost REPURPOSE because something new or different from the usual way we eat a food like watermelon was created. It’s still watermelon and humans still consume it so is it a REPURPOSE? That would make a good debate. 

Debates are fun. You pick one side of an argument and try to convince people that your idea is the correct one. A lot of knowledge is taken in by both the debaters and their audience. Sometimes, my teacher would assign the opposite point of view to my interest for me to debate. I disliked it but it did teach me tolerance of other’s views.

	Coffee Cup Planter

This week’s craft is easy and fun

You need a paper coffee cup, a pair of scissors and some twine, string, yarn or jute. 

Ask Mom or Dad to save the coffee cup next time they visit their coffee shop. Give it a wash and dry.

Cut the cup from top to the rim around the bottom into an uneven number of pieces.

Bend these pieces back so what was the outside of the cup is now the inside.

Start weaving your string in and out of the strips of paper 

The top is a little tricky. Most cups have a rolled top. You should be able to thread a darning needle and sew the top together through these holes in the rim of the cups. The green cup I folded the top back and sewed each top together. I am not happy with the top yet. How would you finish it off?

You can add potting soil and a plant to sit indoors or as a gift to someone down the street or in a nursing home.
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	SOMETHING TO EAT

Since I mentioned a cucumber salad earlier, let me tell you how I make mine.

I prefer to use field cucumbers, however, it can be made with an English cucumber that was starting to get soft

Deutsch Salad

Cucumbers

Onions

Salt

Mayonnaise

Peel cucumbers and onions and slice them thin

Place alternate layers of onions and cucumber slices in a bowl with a sprinkle of salt

Place a smaller bowl holding a heavy weighted object on top of mixture and leave overnight to press out excess water

Before using next day, drain off the water and add mayonnaise, mix and serve

You can get fancier and make your own mayonnaise, but plain store-bought type still tastes good.
