	Petition to stop pesticide companies influencing UN

Right now, the UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) is trying to create a formal partnership with CropLife International -- the mega lobbying group that represents Bayer, Cargill, Syngenta and over 300 other pesticide companies.

	Petition telling our big banks to stop financing fossil fuels
The big five banks in Canada are all within the top 25 fossil fuel financiers in the world. Even since the Paris climate agreement was signed five years ago, urging for assertive global action to avoid climate catastrophe, they have steadily increased their support for fossil fuels.

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The six-month mark

It has been six months since Rev. Marion (Lucas-Jeffries) asked Grandma to write for DEN. 

Rev. Marion has a way of getting people involved. When Messy Church was started in the Parish of Blandford; it was Grandma that became the organizer of the gathering craft. 

As families came in, the children ran to Grandma to find out what they were making that night. We would work along until we were called to our service. 

Grandma tries her best to write like I am talking to an 8-year-old. 

Why an 8-year-old? An 8-year-old has enough knowledge to read and write. They have enough experience with crafts or projects that they can adapt to whatever new is happening quickly AND help the younger ones get there too. They are natural teachers. They are enthusiastic. They think outside the box. They see things that the older folks can’t right then. 

I want to introduce you to Frankie Moreland. One of the things about this eight-year-old young man was a marvelous song he wrote with his Dad about the World in Danger.

The schools are teaching environmental facts from the first day our children enter their schoolhouse. They will be the ones in the future that aren’t just thinking “something has to be done”; they will be doing it. They won’t understand how we lived in a world before all the Rs. All we need to do is to keep helping the environment until they grow up to finish the dreams of environment activists of today

Go hear Frankie’s song. He sees his World in Danger. That tells it just about right.

	Box Baskets

Grandma is known for painting boxes in plain colours. They make a tray of whatever you are carrying, look a bit brighter. They reuse what we have or repurpose a box into something new. This week we are making wastebaskets.

Find a box, cut off the top flaps, and paint the box. Some people prefer to wait till the end and spray paint the entire “basket”

Make paper rolls like the fire starters or the wands of the pinwheel. (In case you forgot; take a sheet of newspaper. At one corner start rolling the paper around a pencil. When finished, loosen the roll a bit and slide the pencil out. Tape the roll in place.) Then flatten each round. I do this by pressing them against the side of a counter
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Finding a stapler and placing the box on its side, staple the upright wands onto the insides of the box. Staple the rods at the top and bottom or at least the same height on the box all the way around.  The staples will come through the cardboard. When you are finished weaving you can add a row of tape or other trim over the staple points to avoid pricking yourself.   For this project place an even number of wands. (Usually, we weave an uneven number but this weaving will be completed one row at a time)

Starting at any point at the top of the box where the wands start, weave the flattened newspaper rods in and out of the uprights. When you finish a row it is easier to cut off the excess and staple or tape the two ends together. 
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By now you have a creature resembling an octopus with 20 some arms. To make it easier for the first few rows, gather all the upright arms and tie them with an elastic band. 

Start weaving the second row one rod over so the weaving looks like a basket weave. After 3-4 rows the weaving will hold the rods upright and the elastic can be removed. I also use clothes pins to hold the weaving tight in those first few rows. Practise makes it easier.

The basket can be as small or tall as you want. On the top row. tuck the upright rods over to the inside and staple. 
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You can run a row of duct tape around the top for decoration.

You can spray-paint the entire thing. If the bottom is already painted just gently paint the newsprint with a brush. Stickers look great on the sides.

Grandma uses one basket box for what she calls “Emergency Craft Supplies” It has a little bit of everything in it. Chalk, markers, pencils, pens, tape, elastics, stickers, two-way tape, glue, drawing paper, colouring pages, crayon, tissues, pins, and at least one storybook.

Go look for other small boxes that come into the house that can be used for more box baskets.
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	Something to eat 

Grandma has several frypans that can go straight into the oven if needed. They don’t have any plastic handles. They are either all steel or cast iron. This is one recipe I use for an afternoon snack if the Grandbabies have been outdoors playing.

Fry Pan Crumble

In a bowl, add 3 big spoons of butter

a cup or more of granola

2 tbsp each of sugar and flour

Blend it all and set it aside

In the frypan, add a couple of spoons of butter again and add 4-5 apples peeled and sliced thin. 

Add 1 tsp lemon juice and some pumpkin spice if you like it. (Cinnamon is my favorite)

Let the apples cook for 4-5 minutes and add the granola mixture. Mix and stir a few more minutes till juicy and bubbly. Put in dishes and add some cream (or ice cream) It makes a wonderful snack or just plain great dessert.
