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	Leadnow Petition to Federal Gov't The federal government is asking for public input on the changes Canada needs to make to tackle the climate emergency. This is our chance to call for a Just Transition — an immediate halt on all fossil fuel expansion and massive investments in secure jobs that are also good for our climate. But Canada's largest oil lobby, the Canadian Association of Petroleum Producers (CAPP), is flooding the government consultation, to block meaningful action on climate change and give fossil fuel executives a say in our future. 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Water cleanup

We are going to review water and pollution this week with a positive twist.

We learned about the Great Pacific (and Atlantic) garbage patches. 

We looked at how the Ocean Clean Up group was trying to prevent more garbage from going to the patches.

We learned how the same group was cleaning rivers. 80% of ocean trash comes from rivers.  If we can get the trash out of rivers, we reduce the streams of trash going to the ocean and in time reduce the Garbage patches themselves.

We talked a bit about how trash gets into the river. Today I want to show you what they are doing in the Australian town of Kwinana.

They have a nature reserve where water from the wetlands follows streams that lead to cement drainage areas before going to the ocean. 

They installed large nets over outtake holes where the river water flows.

The nets look like the seine nets used by trawlers here in Atlantic Canada but these nets catch leaves and plastics BEFORE they reach the river or ocean.

It is so brilliant and so simple.

The mayor of the town is amazed at how many people around the world are writing for information or come visit the town just to see this simple invention.

In time with education, there will be fewer plastics in the rivers.

There also needs to have a way to catch the leaves and sticks before they clog a waterway. 

The organic material is composted. The plastics and cans are sorted and given a second life reducing the amount of actual trash to deal with. 

So brilliant! So simple! We don’t have to be rocket scientists to help our planet. Any kid in a rural fishing village COULD have made that connection. What can we think up next?

	RING TOSS - This craft is so easy and gives a lot of fun
You need the middle of a paper towel roll (or tape a couple of toilet tissue rolls taped together

Paper plates

Possibly a dab of glue, scissors, markers, crayons, stickers for decoration)

I like to paint my paper towels rolls ahead of time. Some people even put leftover wallpaper on the tube to decorate them. They can be plain from the box if in a hurry to play the game.

To make the upright, “flange” the bottom of the tube. Flange means cut up the tube maybe an inch and flatten the pieces out. 

Keeping the upright tube separate from the base until we play, makes it easier to pack with picnic items. If it will stay home you might want to put in that dab of glue around the bottom of the plate to hold the flanged area more stable.

Find the middle of your plate. (Draw a couple of lines across your plate. The middle is where they meet. Cut an X in the middle of the plate.

Taking the top of the tube, push the tube up through the hole in the middle of the plate. You may have to adjust your hole.

Those flanged pieces stay on the bottom. 

(NOTE: According to the top of the tube you have, this method could make your plate wobbly. You can also glue the tube to the top of the plate

Now to make the rings. Take 6 more paper plates and cut the middle out of them.

Set up your tube on the floor and take 6 regular steps back. Try to throw your rings so they go over the tube. Ring toss.

Truly, it hit the spot after a hefty meal that day. We work with the: “many hands make light work” idea.

Now, this is a bit fancier idea for Jello but I couldn’t resist adding it here. 

Cathedral Squares

2 packs regular Jello, 2 different colors

1 Pkg of unflavored gelatin

1 ½ cup Juice, any flavor

1 container of whipped cream (or make your own)

The night before, mix up the Jello packets putting each one in a separate pan Heat up the juice and add unflavored gelatin and place all pans in the fridge overnight

The next day, cut each of the jello into squares

I would suggest a 10 x 13 pan as I had leftover jello when I made it in an 8 x 8

Add your juice gelatin (which is now hard and cut into small pieces) into a container of whipped cream. Spoon out a layer in the bottom of your pan. Add half of each of your colored jello. Add the other half of the whipped cream mixture and top with more colored jello. Set in the fridge for at least half an hour. A dish of this desert shows off the colours like a stained-glass window. Have fun!
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I hope you all have your gardens cleaned out and are ready to enjoy the fall. I know I am. Time to do some cleanup and get ready for indoor activities Always love to hear from you,
