B.  Studies have shown that feelings of anxiety and depression are lifted when people are outside in nature and experience awe or wonder. When have you experienced awe and wonder in creation? Describe the moment to the group. 
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	Support women defending land and environment - Oxfam International

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Coffee Cups – A Green Story

This week’s story started with a paragraph on my Waste calendar. Kaizer Meadow, here in Lunenburg County NS, puts out a calendar each year. It tells us which communities are being collected this week and uses EVERY calendar page to teach us about waste management. 

There was the article titled; “What is garbage?”

Just about the first paragraph was telling us about coffee cups. Kaiser Meadow has stopped recycling them. Why?

The coffee cups jam the machinery when being ground up for composting. Being a paper cup coated in plastic, they also refuse to compost after a year. So Kaiser Meadow is putting them back to regular trash.

To most of us, it may not be a big deal. After all, most of my friends make a coffee or tea and take it with them in a reusable cup. They visit and are given a regular mug which is washed and reused. Let’s get some facts.

Canadians drink 14 billion cups but only use 420 million disposable cups for coffee. Then add in a good amount for tea drinkers and some hot chocolate and you have a total of 1.5 BILLION cups are used and thrown away JUST IN CANADA.

The actual number varies by the website but all confirm we use over a billion disposable coffee cups each year.

We can’t recycle them. How else could we make them a resource? This is where we need those people who think up new ways to use things

Rogation Project

Just before the pandemic, my friend Vicki gave me a stack of plastic containers that looked like window gardens

I may have told you last year how to make a planting pot from the newspaper. I will include that instruction again.

Then I’ll ask my young people to fill snack bags with potting soil and place a bag in each newspaper planter inside the plastic container (with holes drilled in the bottom) 

We always have seeds to share at Rogation.

Our congregation could take a container and seeds and start a few plants. 

Now think of all of those salad containers and plastic containers that we get things in at the grocery store. Drill holes in the bottom, add newspaper planting pots, and give them away on Rogation Sunday.
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My mother use to teach me “Don’t throw it away until it is used at least twice.”  That included t-shirts to mat rags, bread bags for trash and into a bigger bag, and any container from the store that we could paint or cover in some way.  In that theme, I need an empty dish detergent bottle cut off 4 to 6 inches high. Glue straws to the sides and cut them off at the top. Place an electric tealight in them. Makes beautiful light.

Making Newspaper Planting Pots

It is not only more frugal to make your own transplant pots, but also uses up excess newspaper or flyers that would otherwise go into the trash.

Prepare the paper by cutting the double sheets into single sheet. Then cut the single sheets in half.

Using two strips of newspaper. and a 10 oz. soup can, wrap the newsprint around the can with the top of the can slightly showing. Secure with a piece of tape.

Turn the can on its top. Fold in the paper at the bottom and secure with tape. Pull out the can

Fill with soil and seeds. When ready to transplant, pull the bottom off the pot and place the whole plant and pot in the ground. The newspaper will decompose as the plant grows.
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Craft Time

Grandma has her stainless-steel straws and a box of paper straws in the drawer for the grandbabies.

BUT

We have all used plastic straws for years and Grandma can not just throw them away.

I need a way to use them up and then buy no more but not waste what we have.

I found my answer
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Straw Starburst

This is so simple and does make a nice ornament

BUT

Put this under a gardening section if you want

Hang them on a tree, like the spiral water bottles last year.

They scare the deer away from gardens when blowing in the breeze

Needed 

16-20 plastic straws

1 cable tie

Hold together straws and tie with a cable tie

As you pull the cable tie, the straws stick out in a starburst

If using straws with the bending end you have at least 2 choices. You can cut off the bendy end and make smaller starbursts OR leave them on but put half of the bent end on each side to make an abstract starburst.

Something to eat - Texas Sheet Cake

All sheet cakes are good and come in many flavors. This is just one that has worked well for me. Sometimes there even is enough leftovers to stack a few, put the icing in the middle to make squares.
2 cups flour

2 cups sugar (yes, some people use that much sugar)

¼ tsp salt

4 tbsp cocoa powder

2 sticks butter

1 cup boiling water

½ cup buttermilk

2 eggs

1 tsp. baking soda

1 tsp. vanilla

In one bowl combine sugar, flour, and salt. 

In a saucepan melt butter and add cocoa. Add boiling water and boil for a minute. Add flour and sugar.

Mix milk, eggs, soda, and vanilla. Add that to the mixture. Mix

Line a cookie sheet with parchment paper. Spread mixture on the sheet and bake 350F for 20 minutes. Yumm!
