Threatened caribou habitat is being cleared in northern Ontario. The provincial government is pushing ahead with logging and mining, and choosing to rewrite laws that favour developers over the legal protections of vulnerable wildlife, including the boreal caribou. For years Ontario has not protected caribou habitat under the Species At Risk Act, another extension date has just passed and now it is time for Canadians to insist that the federal government ensure protection laws are met!

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Planting Kits

The planting kits are nearing completion. I need to get the SEEDS next. I can’t ask the lady who handwrites every seed packet to do her job until I know what I can get for seed. I can’t ask the family writing on every plant marker to do their job either.  Note to self; order seeds from mail order in January instead of waiting for the stores to have them.

Hopefully, the soil packets will be ready by next week. The egg cartons are going out this week.

Now, how to put together the kit

In half an egg carton place a snack bag of soil, 3 seed packets, and 3 markers. Place egg carton in a box bottom brown paper bag.  Fold the top and punch a one-hole punch. Tie on your tag saying something like “A Planting kit from (your group)”

Craft

This week we are making Easter Baskets. Why? Make your sheet of paper square by taking the bottom right-hand corner across to the left side of the paper, fold and cut off the excess.

Take a ruler and mark inward  2 inches on each side. Make folds along with these marks

Cut from each corner point cut to where the two-fold marks intersect.

Fold up your sides either gluing or taping the flaps to the corresponding side.

Use that excess piece you cut off the top of the copy paper. Fold in half, cut apart and then tape 2 ends together. This is your handle.

I have some Easter grass to stuff each basket. A few candies in each basket will help the children on their Easter hunt after service.

Something to eat

Some meals just go better with hot from the oven bread or biscuits. Grandma still doesn’t always have time to make bread and regular roll-out biscuits. These can be whipped up after peeling vegetables and be ready for the table when all else is cooked

Drop Biscuits

2 cups flour

1 tbsp. baking powder

Pinch of salt if you use it

½ cup shortening, butter, or margarine

1 cup milk

Put flour and shortening in a bowl. Using a pastry cutter or two knives cut the fat into crumbles.  Add baking powder and salt. Stir in milk (can substitute sour cream, cottage cheese, regular cream, or part and part with milk).

Drop by big spoonfuls on a baking sheet. Bake 350 or more 12-15 minutes or till bottoms are browned.
