Germany - Europe's largest gas consumer and trader - is looking for ways to cut loose from its dependency on Russian fossil fuels. On several fronts, fossil fuel cheerleaders in Canada are using the need to interrupt Russia’s power as justification for pushing new Canadian fossil fuel infrastructure and exports. Corporations and political parties are seizing the war on Ukraine as their opportunity to bring in policy measures and financial support for the declining fossil fuel industry.
This is the Shock Doctrine at work: corporations and their lobbyists are using this crisis to ram through policies and decisions they already had on their wish lists.
Fossil fuel projects that will be years in the making will not affect this current war, but increasing liquified natural gas (LNG) exports, or any new fossil fuel infrastructure, will only worsen our looming climate crisis. Now is the time to invest rapidly in a just transition away from fossil fuels, both to address the climate crisis and to loosen the grip of oil and gas producing nations on global security.

1  Think on the news of Ukraine in the past 3 weeks. What combination of grief and loss do you have? What has been lost to you?

2 If you can imagine God grieving the loss of that place as well, discuss how this this changes or deepens your understanding of the Creator. Does God mourn the loss of the mammoth? 

3 Share or reflect on how your sadness and grief makes you feel. Does it make you want to give up? Does it make you angry? Does it make you want to do more to preserve other places and other beings? Does the Flood story provide any comfort to you as you think about your grief? 

4 God decides to exterminate humanity because of a design flaw; how does this affect God?  Did the Flood remove the flaw?
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	 Petition from Environmental Defence to Limit Emissions from Oil and Gas Companies
Oil and gas companies are Canada’s worst climate culprits - producing more emissions than any other sector in the country. Even amid the climate crisis, they have big plans to increase fossil fuel production, and they're fighting tooth and nail to kill a promising new federal policy that's in the works to cap emissions from the oil and gas sector. If the federal government bends to their demands, Canada will remain one of the worst contributors to global warming. It’s time to tell the federal government that we support a strong oil and gas emissions cap - and they should too.

	Reverse the trend (regulatecarads.com)
25% of Canada's greenhouse gas emissions are from the transportation sector. Our country has committed to 100% zero-emission vehicle sales by 2035, and yet we have no regulations to govern advertising on gas-powered cars. There are no requirements for ads to display a vehicle’s fuel consumption or GHG emissions, and no standard for protecting nature and the environment. This petition asks our government to restrict and tighten automobile advertising and its policies. If we are to make this move together and follow through with our climate goals, than we need to reverse the trend on automotive advertising. 

Cambodia: Ten years in prison for protecting nature? Release them NOW! - Rainforest Rescue (rainforest-rescue.org)
Six members of the Mother Nature Cambodia environmental movement have been imprisoned for peacefully campaigning to protect and preserve Tamok lake. The Tamok lake and wetlands are one of the last extensive landscapes near the capital of Cambodia. The area provides a habitat for many bird species, more than 300 families rely on the lake for their livelihoods, and it is a natural flood protection area that helps millions of people during heavy rains. This area was placed under protection in 2016, but since then it has been handed over to private investors seeking to “develop” the area. Intimidation and persecution of activists has increased dramatically in recent years. This petition hopes to secure these environmental defender’s release and to show the world stands with those who protect it.

Take Action - Canada - Last of the Right Whales
This petition is asking our Prime Minster to protect the North Atlantic right whales. These are less than 360 left, these whales are one of the most endangered whales in the world. Fishing gear and collisions with vessels are the leading causes of death. Nearly 86% of right whales have been entangled in fishing gear at least once in their lives. More needs to be done to ensure this species has a chance to recover and to survive, and we can encourage our government to do what is right for the North Atlantic right whales. 

petition: These 20 corporations are responsible for most of the world's plastic waste. They must switch to sustainable alternatives now! (thepetitionsite.com)
The vast majority of plastic waste is being created by just 20 companies. Around the world, these corporations are involved in either producing fossil fuels or chemicals or both. Plastic is made of oil and gas, creating plastic means a continuation of the reliance on fossil fuels.  Experts are anticipating that nearly 10% of global greenhouse gas emissions will come from plastics within the next 30 years. We do not have to go this route but can instead demand these companies use eco-friendly, biodegradable options instead. 

For anyone living in HRM: HalifACT – Acting on Climate Together

Climate change is a looming worry for anyone who cares about God’s creation and the world our grandchildren are inheriting. One way to reduce the anxiety is by doing something concrete about it, and here is a simple thing anyone living in HRM can do. On March 23 Halifax Regional Council will be voting on whether to fully fund a program called HalifACT. This program, two years in the making, is HRM’s comprehensive response to climate change, by reducing carbon emissions and by adapting to the changes that are coming. Two years ago, council passed HalifACT unanimously, but then they didn’t fund it! 

Now is our chance to see that this urgently needed program receives the funding it needs. We can make a difference by urging our municipal councillors to do what it takes to fully fund HalifACT now. Call and leave a telephone message or better yet, drop an email. It doesn’t have to be long. If you email, CC Mayor Savage and the Clerk’s Office, so your message will be officially recorded, and all the councillors will see it.

Homemade Cleaner. 

Does anyone else have dirty looking grouts around their tiles? 

½ cup baking soda

¼ cup hydrogen peroxide

1 tsp. dish soap

Mix and brush into grout indents. Let it sit maybe half an hour, more if you get busy. Scrub with a brush and rinse. Much whiter and costs so little

Craft -  Milk Jug Planters

Might be time to save a couple of milk jugs. Just two milk jugs are enough to keep Nana and I in lettuce for the summer. 

Cut part of the jug away leaving a good high “pot” with two ears sticking up and the handle intact.

The handle becomes a tail and a good way to move the jugs around

The main part of the jug is your planter. Put a few slashes or holes in the bottom.

Draw a few marks to shape ears and a few squiggles for a nose. Draw big eyes and eyelashes so it looks like a kitty cat or bunny sleeping

These could be put on a doorstep. If lettuce was the only thing growing in the summer, at least there was a mini garden helping the environment.

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Something to eat

It may be hard to imagine Grandma had extra cottage cheese and egg whites in the house. As you may have guessed, Grandma hates to waste anything. You can freeze cottage cheese and those boxes of egg whites but luckily her freezers are full so I needed to find something to use them up. I remembered my grandmother who always had “curds” in her fridge. I hunted down the recipe and had such fun making her buns. My Grandma would add extra sugar and a bit of cinnamon. These are the type of bun that you can open the dough and put a bit of jam inside BEFORE you bake them

Quick Cottage Cheese Buns (Curd Buns to my family)

1 ½ cups cottage cheese (a bit less than a pint-size container)

4 eggs (I used 2 and 1/3 of a box of egg whites)

½ tsp vanilla extract (Oops, I forgot that)

¼ cup sugar

½ tsp baking powder

1 tsp baking soda

½ tsp vinegar

Get a bowl out and mix the cottage cheese, eggs, sugar and vanilla

In a small dish, mix baking soda and vinegar and add to the mixture

Add flour and baking powder next

It will be sticky and a bit hard to work. The recipe said to cut it into 24 pieces, shape it into balls and bake for 20 minutes. I made about 15 balls and baked them.

Oh yes, this will be repeated.
