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Eisner Cove Wetlands – Latest news - Copied from Extinction Rebellion Mi'kma'ki / Nova Scotia

Thanks to the courage and determination of the Defend Eisner Wetland direct action group, the clearcutting machines were removed before they could do too much damage. Occupational Health and Safety is investigating events on the site 2 weeks ago when, against safety regulations, operators fired up the machines and started cutting with several members of the public far closer than the required 550’. 

Undoubtedly Clayton Development will try to bring machines back in to complete the destruction of this forest and wetland. But in this lull a couple of things have happened. 

Affordable housing advocates have made it clear that they do not support the destruction of this ecologically important green space. They have also been crystal clear that the development proposed for this site will not create affordable housing. 

Also, as the days go by, the stench of back room dealing is growing stronger. The Protect Our Southdale Wetland Society and others have been doing some digging. It’s smelling a lot like Owl’s Head with the Liberal government of the day selling off our public land at a mysteriously cut rate. The Eisner Cove Wetland parcel was appraised at $1,349,700 every year from 2015 to 2019. Then in 2020, the year it was sold to AJ LeGrow, the appraisal mysteriously dropped by 70% to $404,910. LeGrow bought it for $680,000 and teamed up with Clayton Developers (owned by Shaw.) There is something wrong with this picture.

And while we are at it, why did site clearing aka clearcutting this forest start before the September 19th end date for public comment on the Southdale development ‘node’?

The Defenders of Eisner Wetland are standing strong, buying the wetland and the public some time. They need your help. Call your MLA. Tell them the bad old days of sweetheart deals and environmental destruction are over. We want real solutions to the climate and biodiversity crisis AND the affordable housing crisis.

Aquaculture Review The Government of Nova Scotia is conducting a comprehensive review of existing aquaculture regulations. Following a jurisdictional review and stakeholder consultations, the government is seeking input from Nova Scotians through a public consultation survey. The Government is already listening to the Aquaculture Industry and this is an opportunity for community voices to be heard. The deadline is Sept. 6. Here is the link to the aquaculture review. It takes only a few minutes. The Ecology Action Centre has offered suggested wording for Question #6- Other Comments: We do not support the expansion of open-net pen salmon aquaculture in Nova Scotia. We want (1) the end of new ONP salmon farming licences, and (2) transitional measures moving away from ONP technologies, just like in British Columbia. 

Glyphosate Spraying From the Extinction Rebellion newsletter: …” it is poisoning the forest time again in mainland Nova Scotia. This August, the Department of Environment and Climate Change gave corporations permission to spray glyphosate-based herbicides on parcels of forested private land totalling 5697 acres. Counties affected include Annapolis, Antigonish, Colchester, Cumberland, Digby, Guysborough, Hants, Lunenburg, Kings, Pictou, Queens and Shelburne. What is different this year is that groups of citizens in at least three of those counties are standing up and saying no, not in my community, not on my watch. Direct actions will start when the spraying season does: September 1st. Perhaps you should check out the ‘key details of approvals issued in 2022’ link on https://novascotia.ca/nse/pesticide-spray/ to see if a helicopter is going to be flying over land near where you live, spraying poison on recovering clearcuts. Let us know if you want help forming a group. 

Whether or not you live near a planned spray site, we all need a healthy livable planet. It is time to end the insanity of using poison to prevent the regeneration of the natural Wabanaki-Acadian forest, so that corporate landowners can grow softwood monocultures.

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Green Story – Using up Stuff

This week I want to talk about “using up” what we have. Grandma has a problem with cleaning out an area or finding a use for everything that was in that space. You can’t keep everything. Grandma has had some wins and some failures with this concept.

Back in 2019, we had a great Enviro Day at St. Mark’s in Halifax. Grandma went off with a car full of craft supplies, but she came home with the car that seemed just as full. It took a day to put everything away. There had to be a better way

Using up what we have, and bringing home less, became a new goal. 

Our church camp had Grandma gathering craft supplies all winter long. She was so proud to think she made two crafts from one milk jug. All that plastic was packed into big cucumber boxes and went off to camp. 

After the crafts, even with volunteers making some of them, there were leftovers. Grandma pulled out a blue bag, gathered the plastic, and took it to the trash pick-up location. The extra pop bottles from the rockets went to our recreation group’s recycle bin. The scissors, glue, markers, and tape went back into their re-purposed, reusable margarine tubs. Mainly empty boxes came home. It took 15 minutes to put away and “used up” so many older craft accessories.

I promised I would teach a new way to make pinwheels and we will. If you look at the edges of the pinwheels they say, Enviro Fair2019. Yes, they sat in my paper storage for three years. Yes, I am planning to use them up.

Often this kind of work is called decluttering, there is a difference between “using up” and “throwing out”. 

Where else can we “use up” things? This isn’t easy, but I am starting. I am going to aim at a spot each week and see what I find. My next project is harder. I am attacking the baking cupboard! It may spark a few recipes. Using up makes less to go through, more room for new things and less to clean. Let’s see what we can do.

Pinwheels

I love making bouquets of pinwheels and giving them away at an event. I was always worried if the pin would prick or scratch the children. I found a better way to make them spin AND cover that pin, so it won’t hurt anyone.

You will need a sheet of newspaper, a sheet of coloured paper, tape, a pencil a long pin, and two beads.

Make your wand as we did for fire starters long ago. Take one whole sheet of newspaper. Starting at one corner roll the paper around the pencil. When all rolled up, loosen it a bit and slide out the pencil. Use tape to hold your paper wand together.

Make a piece of coloured paper into a square, by folding the bottom right-hand corner to meet the left side. Cut off the excess. Fold your paper the opposite way so you have fold lines in the shape of an X on your paper. Measure about an inch or 25 cm out from the center on each fold line and then cut from the outside into that mark near the center.

Kids, ask Mom or Dad to bend that stick pin at a 45-degree angle. Put one bead on the pin. Slowly pin the right tip of each pinwheel and then put the pin through the middle of the paper. Add another bead behind the coloured paper. This all sits up on the top section of pin.

Next push the pins through your newspaper wand. Let the long end lay down the back of the newspaper wand. Then tape it, just tape it. Some people used hot glue to cover the pin, but a few pieces of tape will keep that pin from pricking anyone.

Now make a few more and give them away, watching for the smiles they give.

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Something to Eat

We don’t have a proper name for this dish. If forced to name it, I could only say it is a One Pan Meat and Potato Supper. Some people mix it up right in the pan and throw it in the oven. I like to use it as a night before prep, cover put in the fridge. Make your veggies small so they all will cook at the same time as the rest. Next afternoon, roll it out in a 9 x 13 cake pan, cover it with cheese and let it cook while you deal with whatever else needs doing right before supper. 

One Pan Meat and Potato Supper 

1 pack of Hamburg that is your family size.

2-3 carrots grated

3-6 potatoes cubed

1 onion

Half a pepper or more

Tomato sauce, like spaghetti sauce, 1-2 cups

A dab of olive oil

Salt, pepper, Oregano, Paprika, Garlic, and even a little Italian spice.

Top with cheese. It cooks in 45-50 minutes at 350F
