The following is a quote from Sally Gillespie, a member of the Australian group Psychology for a Safe Climate and the Climate Psychology Alliance. She speaks about why talking about our feelings about the climate crisis is important.
"Compassionate and tolerant dialogues are crucial in helping people to identify a sense of something being not right in themselves and in their world, and then to reflect on what is needed in response. Hearing other struggle with similar feelings and experiences lays the way for negotiating the conflicted feelings and thoughts that we all carry, and which become more highlighted in times of change. A basic premise of depth psychology is that identifying suppressed thoughts and feelings  begins the work of healing. Acknowledge feelings of sadness about dying fish, or an anxiety about a heatwave deepens understandings and mobilizes energy for action, when done is the company of supportive others.”

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If you read the Anglican Journal in September you already know a national group has been created to erase Anglican churches’ ‘huge’ carbon emissions from coast to coast. The Net Zero Churches Project group was formed in January 2022 and their aim is to reduce the greenhouse gas emissions from church buildings to zero. In October our Diocesan Environmental Network (DEN) committed to participating and a volunteer coordinator for our diocese was appointed. Hopefully, many parishes in our diocese will embrace the initiative as a way to honour the 5th Mark of Mission, “To strive to safeguard the integrity of creation and sustain and renew the life of the earth.”
The Net Zero Churches Project has sought technical guidance from educational institutions nationally and aims to share information gleaned to advise parishes how to reduce carbon emissions. Understanding how to reduce emission of greenhouse gases by addressing type of mechanical systems in facilities and reducing energy consumption are the initial challenges being addressed.

The population of loggerhead turtles is dropping fast. In the past decade, there has been an 80% decrease in the North Pacific and a 40% decline in the Northwest Atlantic. Thousands of sea turtles are injured or killed each year as a result of commercial fishing activity. Illegal fishing practices lead to sea turtles being harpooned or caught in nets, and many turtle habitats and nesting areas have been polluted with discarded plastic, nets, ropes, and chemicals. This petition is asking that the loggerhead turtle be listed as endangered under the Endangered Species Act.

Being a ribbon collector I have tried various ways of storing ribbons through the years. This week I found what is the best way for me.

The article suggested pop bottles and even used the bottom of a second pop bottle to use upside down for a cap

Since we don’t usually have an empty pop bottle (the last one became my portable umbrella holder if I am at a meeting) I used a tall water bottle.

Cutting off the top I simply placed spools of ribbon in the tube. They fit snugly but they did fit. A couple of elastics kept everything in place.

Either standing upright or laying down, they fit in the cupboard much better than the box I had been using. Pull a tube out and see what colours you have to work with, without emptying a box. Here is a picture of mine.
